Dr. Michael J. Blackwell, President & CEO of Blackwell Consulting, has had a very successful career, most recently as dean of the College of Veterinary Medicine, University of Tennessee, and earlier as a senior official of the Food and Drug Administration, as well as a private practitioner.  
From 1994 to 1998 Dr. Blackwell served as the Chief Veterinarian of the United States Public Health Service.  In this role he was the chief advisor to the Surgeon General of the United States.  He went on to become the Chief of Staff of the Office of the Surgeon General, managing day-to-day operations.  In 1997, Dr. Blackwell was promoted to the rank of Assistant Surgeon General (Rear Admiral) of the Commissioned Corps of the U.S. Public Health Service.
During his more than 30-year career, he has received numerous awards and recognitions.  Most notable are the Distinguished Service Medal, the highest personal honor award of the U.S. Public Health Service, and the Meritorious Service Medal, the second highest personal honor award.  In addition, Dr. Blackwell twice received the Surgeon General's Exemplary Service Medal.
