· This means that a person dies of rabies almost every 10 minutes.

· The greatest number of human deaths occur in Asia and Africa where canine (dog) rabies is common.

· Rabies results in the deaths of hundreds of thousands of domestic and wild animals throughout the world.

· World Rabies Day is the only worldwide event of its kind focused on rabies control and prevention. 

Annually World Rabies Day will be September 28.
