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Lesson Information- Ages 16-18/adults
Thank you for volunteering to be part of World Rabies Day. This information sheet gives you details about the lesson designed for ages 16-18 or adults.
The importance of education

Without education we will not be able to achieve the goal of preventing deaths due to rabies. By teaching students the basics about rabies and how it can be avoided and eliminated, we move closer to a day where these preventable deaths are stopped.

By educating students we are able to reach whole families; those who have participated in the World Rabies Day event will take home important messages to share with their parents and relatives. Likewise, by reaching some adults we can hope they will pass on the information to their children and friends.
What will be the learning outcomes of this lesson?

After participating in this World Rabies Day lesson the participants will know-

· the impact of rabies, with Chinese examples
· how to avoid contracting rabies

· how to avoid dog bites
· how to recognize a dog with rabies
· how rabies can be eliminated
· what to do after a dog bite
What will be the evidence of learning?
The lesson is constructed to include pre and post testing. This is in the form of oral questions and plenary multiple-choice test at the end of the lesson. You should record the students’ ability to answer questions correctly before and after you have revealed the information.
The follow on activity will test students’ ability to remember the information in the short term.
Over the longer term, evidence of learning will include a reduction in the number of people suffering dog bites, an increase in the number of vaccinated pet dogs and decreased support for dog culling.
Lesson rational
The lesson is designed to allow the participants to discover more about rabies and rabies prevention and the role they can play in this.
It includes greater detail on practicalities of rabies control than the other lessons to reflect the probable increased role of the participants in decision making within their household or area.

It includes a non-rural Chinese example to highlight that this is problem that could affect them or someone they know, thus giving the information in the class added importance.
To ensure participants do not leave the class overly fearful or hateful of dogs they are reminded that although some dogs can be dangerous, dogs can make good pets if treated correctly.

Lesson materials
You will need a classroom (or similar) with a computer and screen. 
You will be provided with a PowerPoint presentation, which includes explanatory notes. It is recommended that you print these out to refer to during the class.
