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Lesson Information- Primary School
Thank you for volunteering to be part of World Rabies Day. This information sheet gives you details about the lesson designed for Primary Schools.
The importance of education

Without education we will not be able to achieve the goal of preventing deaths due to rabies. By teaching children the basics about rabies and how it can be avoided and eliminated, we move closer to a day where these preventable deaths are stopped.

By educating children we are able to reach whole families; children who have participated in the World Rabies Day event will take home important messages to share with their parents and relatives.
What will be the learning outcomes of this lesson?

After participating in this World Rabies Day lesson children will know-

· the impact of rabies

· how to avoid contracting rabies

· how to avoid dog bites

· how rabies can be eliminated

What will be the evidence of learning?
The lesson is constructed to include pre and post testing. This is in the form of oral questions and a plenary quiz. You should make a note of the students’ ability to answer the questions before and after you reveal the information.
The follow on activity will test students’ ability to remember the information in the short term.
Over the longer term, evidence of learning will include a reduction in the number of children suffering dog bites and an increase in the number of vaccinated pet dogs.
Lesson rational
The lesson is designed to allow students to discover more about rabies and rabies prevention. 
It includes a variety of activities of different styles to maintain the children’s interest, while still effectively putting across the World Rabies Day message.
Repetition of key points increases the chance of students’ recall, as does role play. The role play also has the added advantage of providing some physical activity which can enhance levels of concentration for the latter part of the class.
To ensure children do not leave the class overly fearful or hateful of dogs they are reminded that although some dogs can be dangerous, dogs can make good pets if treated correctly.

Lesson materials
You will need a classroom (or similar) with a computer and screen. 
You will be provided with a PowerPoint presentation, which includes explanatory notes. It is recommended that you print these out to refer to during the class.
